3 PRIORITIES IN AN A.I. WORLD

1. Presence with God
· Information ≠ formation
· Prayer before prompts
· Don’t let a tool replace dependence on God


2. Presence with People
· Relationships require friction
· Choose face-to-face over digital
· Fight isolation with intentional connection


3. Purpose from God to People
· This is a missionary moment
· Rare things (presence, love, listening) are powerful
· You are living stones, not bricks (1 Peter 2:5)
