THE 5 MOVEMENTS OF THE SPIRIT THROUGH THE SCRIPTURES 
 

1. BREATHE – The Spirit of Life Who Generates Life (CREATION) 
Texts: Genesis 1:2, Genesis 2:7 
Function: The Holy Spirit breathes life where there is lifelessness, and brings order 
from chaos. 

  
2. EMPOWER – The Spirit Who Empowers for God’s Presence and Mission 

(OLD TESTAMENT) 
Texts: Exodus 31:1-5, Numbers 11:16-17, 1 Samuel 16:13, Ezekiel 36:26-27, 
Joel 2:28-29  
Function: The Holy Spirit empowers individuals with skill, wisdom, leadership, 
courage, and spiritual authority. 

  
3. ANOINT – The Spirit Who Rests Fully on Jesus (JESUS) 

Key Texts: Matthew 1:18, Luke 3:21-22, Luke 4:16-19 
Function: The Holy Spirit reveals and affirms identity, and anoints for mission and 
purpose. 

  
4. IGNITE – The Spirit Poured Out for All People (EARLY CHURCH) 

Key Texts: Acts 1:8, Acts 2:1-4, Acts 4:31, 1 Corinthians 12:4-7 
Function: The Holy Spirit ignites mission, unity, and transformation. 

  
5. BECOME – The Spirit Who Lives In Us and Makes Us New (NEW CREATION) 

Key Texts: John 14, 16, Romans 8:11, 1 Corinthians 3:16 
Function: The Holy Spirit indwells in every believer to shape us more in the likeness 
of Jesus.
